3 The original reservations read as follows: The Government of Malaysia declares that

Malaysia's accession is subject to the understanding that the provisions of the Convention do not conflict
with the provisions of the Islamic Sharia' law and the Federal Constitution of Malaysia. With regards
thereto, further, the Government of Malaysia does not consider itself bound by the provisions of articles 2
(), 5 (a), 7 (b), 9 and 16 of the aforesaid Convention. In relation to article 11, Malaysia interprets the
provisions of this article as a reference to the prohibition of discrimination on the basis of equality
between men and women only. On 6 February 1998, the Government of Malaysia notified the Secretary-
General of a partial withdrawal as follows: “The Government of Malaysia withdraws its reservation in
respect of article 2(f), 9(1), 16(b), 16(d), 16(e) and 16(h).”

Reservation: “The Government of Malaysia accepts the provisions of the Convention on the
Rights of the Child but expresses reservations with respect to articles 1, 2, 7, 13, 14, 15, [...], 28,
[paragraph 1 (a)], 37, [...] of the Convention and declares that the said provisions shall be applicable only
if they are in conformity with the Constitution, national laws and national policies of the Government of
Malaysia.”Declaration of 23 March 1999: “With respect to article 28, paragraph 1 (a), the Government of
Malaysia wishes to declare that in Malaysia, even though primary education is not compulsory and
available free to all, primary education is available to everybody and Malaysia has achieved a high rate of
enrolment for primary education i.e. at the rate of 98 percent enrolment”.
